Use Avery® brand labels 08293 to print as many stickers as
you want! Sheets of labels feed directly from the paper tray
of your printer, just like plain paper.

1. Open the PDF “sticker” document downloaded from
kidscanpress.com.

2. Next, determine if your printer loads with sheet face up
or face down. You can find this information in your
printer's manual or by printing a test sheet using the
Practice Sheet included with your labels. The labels
can be fed from either end of the sheet.

3. Now simply load your printer’s paper tray with a label
sheet and print page 2* of the PDF document — no
formatting required. (*Don't print page 1 because that
is the instruction page!)

in-class graphing lessons
